BYLAW NO. PI 3/08

BEING A BYLAW OF THE TOWN OF GIBBONS, IN THE PROVINCE
OF ALBERTA, TO REGULATE THE FORM, CONTENT AND COST
OF PERMITS FOR THE BUILDING, ELECTRICAL, GAS AND
PLUMBING DISCIPLINES.

WHEREAS, pursuant to the Safety Codes Act, R.S.A. 2000 and amendments
thereto the local authority may regulate the form, content, and cost of permits
for the Building, Electrical, Gas and Plumbing disciplines;

WHEREAS, The Town of Gibbons is an accredited municipality in the
building, electrical, gas and plumbing disciplines pursuant to the Safety Codes
Act on the terms hereinafter set forth;

AND WHEREAS, the Town of Gibbons may make bylaws with respect to the
following subject matters:

(a) prohibiting the commencement by any person of the use,
construction or demolition of any buildings, installation of
electrical services or construction, installation, alteration of gas
and plumbing services unless that person is authorized by a
permit to do so;

(b) providing for the form and content of permits for the use,
construction or demolition of a building; installation of
electrical services or gas and plumbing services;

(c) providing for the issuance of permits;

(d) providing that the granting of a permit does not entitle the
permittee, his successors or assigns or anyone on his or her
behalf, to construct any building that fails to comply with the
requirements of any building restriction agreement affecting the
Site;

(e) prescribing the fees to be charged for the issuing of permits.

NOW THEREFORE, the Town of Gibbons Council duly assembled enacts as
follows:

1. Title
This Bylaw shall be known as the “Town of Gibbons Permit

Bylaw” and may be cited as such and will be referred to herein as “This
Bylaw”,
